'The Texas Bar Foundation granted funding to Children
at Risk to launch their inaugural Human Trafficking
Summer Institute (HTSI). For six weeks, Children

at Risk hosted six law students who plan to practice

in Texas to educate them on how to combat modern
day slavery as well as how to serve as ambassadors to
educate the legal and law enforcement communities.
Under close direction of the staff, the six Fellows
compiled Texas data and victim services research into
an objective and comprehensive publication entitled
'The State of Human Trafficking in Texas. The Fellows
also worked closely with several of Children at Risk’s
partners, like the YMCA, to assist victims and their
family members in obtaining legal immigration status
here in the United States. In addition to their research
duties and legal aid assistance, the work of the Fellows
also included directly educating almost 400 individuals
and 50 organizations about human trafficking.
Children at Risk and this program have made huge

strides in combating this growing problem in Texas.

Travis CouNnTY

'The Travis County Drug Treatment Court is a newly
implanted pilot program that provides intensive advocacy
services to all children in the new court while also affording
accountability to the court required CASA of Travis
County. This unique program offers these services to
parents whose struggle with misuse of drugs has resulted

in children who are abused and/or neglected. A grant from
the Texas Bar Foundation allows CASA to maintain their
mission of doing what is in the best interest of the child and
provide services that are more extensive than the standard
CASA services. Upon entry into Drug Court, parents are
expected to engage in services, remain sober, and utilize
resources offered to them. This program is an exciting new
direction for CASA that allows them to not only help the
children but the parents as well. CASA of Travis County

is determined to help every child in need, and this court
allows them to provide the best services and choose the best

options for these at-risk children.
